The trip to Veolia on the 18th April was a very interesting and informative two hours. It began with a presentation from Lesley the Education officer who explained how our green bins are sorted and the paper tins and plastics are prepared to go to the various facilities that recycle them. Tins can be recycled over and over, plastics and paper can only be recycles so many times.Lesley also told us how much unwanted stuff they get, duvets clothes nappies and things that are  recyclable but not in Notts. Wearing our hard hats and earphones we made our way to the actual plant. From a viewing platform we could see tins plastics and paper being sorted and baled. From the lorry dumping our recycling to it being sorted and baled takes 15mins! 

On 9th May Jim gave a talk on Investigating the influence of rock types on vegetation, looking at limestone chalk and granite areas. He also discussed the influence of climate and topography on the vegetation. The talk gave us plenty to think about,and raised  many questions. The conclusion was that there is still a lot of study to be done in this area.
