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Description automatically generated]At our June meeting 19 of the group visited the Richard III Visitor Centre in Leicester – site of the Friary, and later a car park, where in 2012 Philippa Langley and a team of archaeologists unearthed the remains of Richard III, last Plantagenet king and the last king to die on the battlefield.
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Description automatically generated]Following a tour of the centre which related the events of the Wars of the Roses in the C15th culminating in Richard III’s death at Bosworth Field and his body being brought back to Leicester, alongside interactive displays which explained how the science used DNA analysis to confirm the remains were those of Richard III and how facial reconstruction was carried out, we visited the cathedral where his remains now lay. A series of stained-glass windows in the cathedral tell his story. 
We also had the opportunity to visit Leicester Guildhall, a beautifully maintained Tudor building. Exhibits within the building included a history of Leicester’s trades and a history of the city’s crime and punishment. Some members undertook a self-guided walk of mediaeval Leicester.
An enjoyable day out and the weather was kind to us!
Our next meeting is on Tuesday 16th July, 10am at St Teresa’s Church Hall, Warsop when we will be joined by Denis Hill who will be speaking about the early history of Mansfield. We hope to see you there.
