History Group   

On Tuesday 15th October we enjoyed another fascinating talk given by Chris Weir. Chris worked for the Nottingham Archives for several years.
His talk this month, entitled ‘The Dark Side,’ had a seasonal Halloween feel to it; not one for the squeamish!
From local witch trials in the 1600s to a Mansfield farmer, John Darrell, born  in 1562, who made a name for himself as an exorcist. He was much in demand until he was exposed as a fraud. 
Local ghosts made an appearance. Sophia Hyatt, the white lady at Newstead, and poor Lizzy Sheppard murdered on the road at Harlow Wood.  
There were accounts of murders most foul: the notorious William Saville of Sneinton, also Anne Castledine, a poor young woman who was executed in 1784 whose dead body was ‘exposed to public curiosity’. 
For any of you living in the Ravenshead area, beware of the red-eyed ravens of Newstead (as seen by the poet Lord Byron), who are believed to be possessed by the black monks who once inhabited the area – not something the estate agents would bring to potential house buyers’ notice in the area, I’m sure! 
Next month we welcome Colin, who will be telling us all about the many houses of Bess of Hardwick. We hope you can join us.
