History Group   
The history group met on Tuesday 15th July when Grant Cullen, branch secretary of the Chesterfield Western Front Association, was our visiting speaker. Grant is passionate about the history of the World Wars and British railways, interests which stemmed from his childhood in Scotland. He has travelled globally visiting many sites from the World Wars. Grant is also a member of a number of railway associations and has combined his interests of history and railways by writing a six-part series entitled ‘The North British Railway and The Great War’ which was published in the ‘North British Railway Study Group’ Journal. He is currently working on a three-part series entitled the ‘Caledonian Railway in WW1’ for the Caledonian Railway Association magazine. Grant’s talk was about the Quintinshill Rail Disaster near Gretna Green in Dumfriesshire on the 22nd May 1915. This was an horrific collision involving a train carrying troops destined for the First World War battlefields, a local train and an express. This accident claimed the lives of over 200 people and is the worst rail disaster in British history, one which could so easily have been avoided. A moving talk which still has its unresolved mysteries today, such as the identity of the four children, two girls and two boys, whose remains were found in the wreckage of the troop train. They were never claimed or reported missing and their identity remains a mystery to this day. Grant has kindly sent us the magazine article he wrote about this disaster for anyone in our U3A who would like to read it. Anyone interested should contact Tamar. Our next meeting is on Tuesday 19th August at 10am at St Teresa’s church hall when we will be joined once again by Denis Hill. He will be speaking to us about the poet Lord Byron. We look forward to welcoming our regular members and new ones.
